Students, grades Pre-K through 7, are required to participate in our Spiritual Acts of Stewardship.  By using the stewardship model of 
time, talent and treasure, we feel the program will teach the children that “stewardship” is a way of life and not just once a nine weeks.  
Stewardship is time and effort freely given to home, community or church that provides help and joy to someone in need. 

The component of Time will focus on having our students spend time in prayer with Jesus. (time spent in prayer) 
Talent will focus on having the students use their talents to give service to others. (volunteering your service/talents to another) 
Treasure will focus on having the students give up a portion of their available money or anything of value to them for Jesus.  

(giving money, possessions to another; sharing favorite toys with others) 
Students, grades 3rd through 7th, are required to participate in Sunday’s Gospel reflections. The Gospel Reflections are meant for parents 
and students to spend quality time together reading/discussing the Bible and/or Sunday’s Mass; however, gospel summaries can be 
found:  1) on each Tiger Pause, 2) in Church Bulletins, 3) or on the internet at www.usccb.org. 
Students in 8th grade participate in our Campus Ministry Program and are required to live these values at school and in our community. 
 

Stewardship sheets must be completed in their entirety and turned in by the due date to receive full credit.

Sunday, February 5, 2012             gospel reflection 

"They brought to Jesus all who were sick or possessed with demons" 

Scripture: Mark 1:29-39  

29 And immediately he left the synagogue, and entered the house of Simon and Andrew, with James and John. 30 Now 

Simon's mother-in-law lay sick with a fever, and immediately they told him of her. 31 And he came and took her by the 

hand and lifted her up, and the fever left her; and she served them. 32 That evening, at sundown, they brought to him all 

who were sick or possessed with demons. 33 And the whole city was gathered together about the door. 34 And he healed 

many who were sick with various diseases, and cast out many demons; and he would not permit the demons to speak, 

because they knew him. 35 And in the morning, a great while before day, he rose and went out to a lonely place, and there 

he prayed. 36 And Simon and those who were with him pursued him, 37 and they found him and said to him, "Every one is 

searching for you." 38 And he said to them, "Let us go on to the next towns, that I may preach there also; for that is why I 

came out." 39 And he went throughout all Galilee, preaching in their synagogues and casting out demons.  

Meditation: Who do you take your troubles to? Jesus' disciples freely brought their troubles to him because they found him 

ready and able to deal with any difficulty, affliction, or sickness which they encountered. When Simon brought Jesus to his 

home, his mother-in-law was instantly healed because Jesus heard Simon's prayer. Do you allow Jesus to be the Lord and 

Healer in your life, family, and community? Approach him with expectant faith. God's healing power restores us not only to 

health but to active service and care of others. There is no trouble he does not want to help us with and there is no bondage 

he can't set us free from. Do you take your troubles to him with expectant faith that he will help you?  

Jerome, a 3rd century church father, applies the lesson of the healing of Simon's mother in law to us:  

"Can you imagine Jesus standing before your bed and you continue sleeping? It is absurd that you would remain in bed in 

his presence. Where is Jesus? He is already here offering himself to us. 'In the middle, ' he says, 'among you he stands, 

whom you do not recognize' (cf. John 1:26). 'The kingdom of God is in your midst' (Mark 1:15). Faith beholds Jesus among 

us. If we are unable to seize his hand, let us prostrate ourselves at his feet. If we are unable to reach his head, let us wash his 

feet with our tears (cf. Luke 7:38). Our repentance is the perfume of the Savior. See how costly is the compassion of the 

Savior. Our sins give off a terrible odor; they are rottenness. Nevertheless, if we repent of our sins, they will be transformed 

into perfume by the Lord. Therefore, let us ask the Lord to grasp our hand. 'And at once,' he says, 'the fever left her.' 

Immediately as her hand is grasped, the fever flees." 

The mighty works and signs which Jesus did demonstrate that the kingdom of God is present in him. These signs attest that 

the Father has sent him as the promised Messiah. They invite belief in Jesus as the Son of God and Savior of the world. The 

coming of God's kingdom means defeat of Satan's kingdom. Jesus' exorcisms anticipate his great victory over "the ruler of 

this world" (John 12:31). What do we know about Satan and the evil spirits or demons? We know that the ancient serpent 

who seduced our first parents (Genesis 3:1-5) is called "Satan" or the "devil" (Revelation 12:9). The devil and the other 

demons were created naturally good by God, but they became evil by their own doing (2 Peter 2:4). They irrevocably 

rejected God and his reign. Milton in his great poem, Paradise Lost, describes Satan's defiance: "Better to reign in hell than 

to serve God." John Damascene, an 8th century church father said: "There is no repentance for the angels after their fall, just 

as there is no repentance for men after death." While Satan may act in the world out of hatred for God and his kingdom in 

Christ Jesus, and may cause grave injuries of a spiritual nature,and indirectly even of a physical nature, his power is 

nonetheless limited and permitted by divine providence (Romans 8:28). Jesus offers freedom from bondage to sin and Satan. 

There is no affliction he cannot deliver us from. Do you make full use of the protection and help he offers to those who seek 

him with faith and trust in his mercy?

The Rayne Police Department has been made aware of several issues involving traffic and 

student pickup in the afternoon around Rayne Catholic. 1. Drivers picking up students around 

RCE that are impatient, inattentive, and passing other vehicles. 2. Parents not following the 

pickup policy and having their students walk to their vehicles. 3. Vehicles blocking driveways 

and traffic backing up on Hwy 90.  

 

We have met with the Rayne Catholic Administration who asked for our assistance enforcing 

their policies to keep their students safe. We have monitored the area and will be implementing 

the following changes effective Monday October 10, 201. 

 

 Traffic around RCE Campus 
 

1. Barricades will be placed on South Parkerson with its intersection with East Anding 

making it a one way street next to the school. 

 

2. The westbound and northbound lanes of North Polk at East Anding will be barricaded 

forcing all traffic leaving school to travel south on North Polk.

Other Safety Issues 
 

 

The administration of RCE has asked for our assistance to help keep the students safe leaving the 

campus in the afternoons. The problem area has been around the front of school, next to church 

and east of school on Anding Street. 

 

It has been brought to our attention that parents do not want to wait in line and are parking down 

the street and having their kids walk to their vehicles. The new RCE School Policy states that 

students can leave the campus one of 3 ways. 

  

1. By school bus.   

2. By vehicle at either the (A to G) or H to Z) Gates 

3. Walking to their home from the designated gate; with written parental permission with the 

destined HOME address listed 

 

By parents not following this policy, it is putting students at risk and a tragic accident could take 

place. We have asked the Administration to take the following steps. 

 

1. Assemble a list of students who walk home and have that list at the walkers gate  

 

2. Have all students who walk home exit the campus from a designated gate with a teacher 

monitoring them; which will be the gate between the Kindergarten building and the new 

building on Parkerson Street. 

 

3. Have teachers at other gates not allowing anyone to walk from those gates. 

 

4. Take steps against any persons who violate their policies. 

 

 

The Rayne Police Department will have officers monitoring the transitions during the
